
CAMEO Instructor’s Certification Exam
The concept of a CAMEO Certification Exam is to test a person preparedness to be an effective instructor of the CAMEO Suite.   At a minimum, a Certified CAMEO Instructor should demonstrate an in-depth understanding of all the various components of the CAMEO Suite (CAMEOfm, ALOHA, MARPLOT, CAMEO Chemicals) and the integrated operation of the Suite components.  Additionally, a Certified CAMEO Instructor should be familiar with HazMat information, with NIMS and other typical Emergency Management standards, and with a variety of standard computer terminology and operations as those apply to the CAMEO Suite.
It is a requirement that applicants to the CAMEO Certification Exam must first pass the CAMEO User’s Exam, thereby negating any need for the Certification Exam to test an applicant’s ability to utilize the CAMEO Suite for standard operations.  Topics such as retrieving and understanding chemical data, interpreting CAMEOfm Tier 2 and other module information, ALOHA source models and threat zones, and MARPLOT mapping capabilities will be tested in the CAMEO User’s Proficiency Exam.

Interacting with other software applications

A portable GPS unit will typically output user-collected “waypoints” as a .txt file containing three fields of information; Latitude, Longitude, and Object Name. The user must prepare a spreadsheet with the Latitude, Longitude, and Object name, along with all but one of the following:

Troubleshooting

While Importing a MARPLOT .mie or .txt file, an error message stating 'MARPLOT encountered an unrecognized constant at line 52' is displayed.  This message means:
