The DEQ proposes to add a new Part 4, Biomedical Waste Incinerators, to Chapter 100, Subchapter
17, Incinerators. The proposed rulemaking will include design requirements, emission standards and
control technology for this type of incinerator. Additionally, the proposed rulemaking will close
certain regulatory gaps in Subchapter 17, Part 7 (Hospital, Medical and Infectious Waste Incinerators)
when pathological waste, low-level radioactive waste and chemotherapeutic wastes are incinerated.

Rulemaking — OAC 252:220 and 252:221 Brownfields

The DEQ proposes to revoke Chapter 220 and replace it with a new Chapter 221. The proposed
changes modify and re-organize the current Brownfields rules to make them consistent with recent
amendments to the Oklahoma Brownfields Voluntary Redevelopment Act, which eliminated
permitting requirements for Brownfield program participants. The proposed changes also allow for
timely expenditure of federal stimulus funds for Brownfields projects in Oklahoma.

DEQ Operational Budget Request

DEQ budget requests to the Governor through the Office of State Finance (“OSF”) require approval
of the Board. The operational budget request for State Fiscal Year (“SFY”) 2012 (beginning July 1,
2011) must be submitted to the OSF by October 1% of this year. The law requires that all state
agencies submit a five-year budget. The request for the coming year, SFY 2012, is the most critical.
Within the overall request for general revenue funds, DEQ will specifically request to restore funding
for its Air Toxics program and for technical assistance for small communities.
