DEQ Operational Budget Request

DEQ budget requests to the Governor through the Office of State Finance (“OSF”) require approval
of the Board. The operational budget request for State Fiscal Year (“SFY”’) 2013 (beginning July 1,
2012) must be submitted to the OSF by October 1% of this year. The law requires that all state
agencies submit a five-year budget. The request for the coming year, SFY 2013, is the most critical.
Within the overall request for general revenue funds, DEQ will specifically seek to recover funds for
Water Quality Division / Public Water Supply operations and Operator Certification.
