 This rulemaking is to revise and clarify the water pollution control facility construction 

rules.  These rules amend existing procedures and requirements for the construction of 
wastewater treatment and collection systems.  New provisions include clarification of 
requirements for submittal of engineering reports, plans and specifications, and 
construction standards for sanitary sewers, pump stations, and wastewater treatment 
facilities.

6. DEQ Operational Budget Request 

DEQ budget requests to the Governor through the Office of State Finance require 
approval of the Board. The operational budget request for State Fiscal Year 2007 
(beginning July 1, 2006) must be submitted to the OSF by October 1st of this year. The 
law requires that all state agencies submit a 5-year budget.  The request for the coming 
year, SFY 2007, is the most critical.  It involves funding for several items related to 
assistance to small communities, especially as related to compliance with federal public 
water supply requirements.  Included are funding for technical assistance initiatives and 
analytical services; for a small community compliance assistance “hotline”; for Total 
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Maximum Daily Load (“TMDL”) studies, with a priority for TMDLs that affect small 
communities; and for additional laboratory equipment and replacement and maintenance 
of existing equipment.
